Ministry is the Pathway to Maturity 
 

Ministry is the pathway to maturity.  It is not the other way around.  You do not become mature by not 

ministering.  A disciple of Christ ministers, and as he or she ministers to Christ for others then the persons 

discipling become matured in their faith.  

 

The effectiveness of a pastor is not gauged by the performance of his ministerial duties alone.  I believe it is 

measured and developed as the pastor disciples others and leads in a plan of discipleship.  We as individuals need 

to be about discipling disciples, pastors, preachers, godly fathers, and Christ-honoring students.  That is why we 

say, "Ministry is the pathway to maturity."  

 
Ephesians 4:11-13 tells us, "And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the shepherds and teachers, to 

equip the saints for the work of the ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of 

the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness 

of Christ."  Notice the Bible tells us that pastors are to equip the saints so that they may do the work of the 

ministry, building up the body, till we all come in unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God.  

 
There are two questions every believer should be able to answer:  "Who am I discipling?" & "Who is discipling 

me?"  

 
Every church should be answering two questions as well:  "Do we have a plan for making disciples?" & "Is our 

plan for disciple-making working?" 

 

I am grateful for the persons and those who are discipling and for those who are being discipled, but we must 

become more intentional.  Ultimately, a true disciple of Christ is one who follows Jesus.  Before you and I are able 

to go with the method of discipleship, we must have an intimate relationship with the Man behind the mission. 

 

Through the passing of the 

centuries, the gospel has been entrusted to us.  Should we not live with the same urgency with which Jesus and 
the twelve lived?
